About This Publication  

 
In this publication, the National Association of Federally Impacted Schoo ls (NAFIS) catalogs how Section 7003 funds for Fiscal 
Year (FY) 20 20  were distributed to federally impacted school districts across the United States and its territories, based on 

information from the U.S. Department of Education  Impact Aid payment databas e.  At the time of writing in February 202 2, FY 
20 20  is the most recent year that final payments have been made to federally impacted school districts.  

 
The report features a list of school districts, by state, that received paym ents for Section 7003 ï Basic Support, as well as key 
Impact Aid - related data for each of those districts, including the payment the district received and the amount it would have 

received if the program were fully funded. In addition, the report includes the LOT percentage, total average daily attendance 
(ADA), total federally connected stu dents in ADA by type, disability payment, and congressional district for each school district.  

 
Impact Aid  

 
U.S. public school districts are financed through a combinati on of state and local revenue. Local funding comes from a 

combination of business an d residential property tax es a nd fees and local sales tax.  
 

Because Federal land is exempt from taxation (as are many of the businesses and facilities located on that land) , the land places 
a financial burden on local school districts and taxpayers.  
 

Schoo l districts with Federal p rope rtyðsuch as military installations, Indian Trust or Treaty lands, Federal low - rent housing and 
national laboratories, national parks and other  Federal buildings and lands ðlose local revenue because of these non - taxable 

Federal  activities. Impact Aid is  a Federal education program that partially reimburses federally impacted school districts ðthose 
located on or near Federal property ðfor this loss  of locally -derived revenue. It ensures these districts are not at a financial 
disad vantage and that the stude nts they serve have access to the opportunities they need to meet their full potential.  

 
Impact Aid funding is direct, locally controlled and fle xible. It goes directly to school districts, bypassing state involvement, and 

is use d to support all students in t he district, just like local tax revenue. It can be used for any general fund purpose, such as 
instructional materials, teacher salaries, tran sportation, technology, social -emotional supports, extracurricular activities and 
facilities. All decisions on  how  Impact Aid funds are spent are made locally, allowing great flexibility to ensure funds are targeted 

wherever needs are greatest.  
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For F Y 20 20 , Congress appropriated approximat ely  $1. 49  billion for Impact Aid, across fiv e line items :

Secti on 7003 ï Basic Support  

Basic Support payments reimburse school districts for the loss of tax revenue that occurs when families of students li ve or work 
on Federal property. Federally connected students include children of mem bers of the uniformed s ervic es, children who reside on 
Indian lands, children who live in Federal low - rent housing and children whose parents are civilians working and/or l iving on 

other Federal land. There is additional funding dedicated to children of me mbers of the uniformed servi ces or children living on 
Indian lands who have disabilities.  

 
According to data from FY 2018, over half of Section 7003 recipients ( 52% or 562  total)  are located in rural areas, compared to 
57% for the nation as a whole. In ad dition, 20% (or 221 sch ool d istricts) are located in towns, which is similar to the national 

number of 18%, and 16% (or 171 districts) are suburban, which is closer to the national number of 20% than 7002. Twelve 
percent of all 7003 districts are in cities , compared to 5% of dis trict s nationally.  

 
Section 7003 is the largest component of the Impact Aid program in regards to both funding and the number of school districts  
ser ved. To be eligible, a school district must educate at least 400 federally connected  students in its averag e dai ly attendance 

(ADA), or those students must comprise at least three percent of its ADA.  
 

The Federal Government uses a formula to determine the amount of Section 7003 funding that a school district should receive ð
its full fundin g payment, also known a s its  maximum payment . Recognizing that there is varying tax loss associated with where a 
federally connected student lives, this formula assigns dif ferent weights for different categories of students: Indian lands, 

military on -base,  military off -base, low - rent  housing, civilian parent living and  working on Federal land, and civilian parent living 
or  working on Federal land.  

 
Impact Aid has not been f ully funded since 1969, which means school districts do not receive their full fundi ng payment s. To 

distrib ute t he available funds by need, Congress developed a formula known as the Learning Opportunity Threshold (LOT), which 
measures how dependent a schoo l district is on Impact Aid. Each district has a LOT percentage determined by the pe rcent of 
Federal studen ts in  its ADA and the percent that the maximum Impact Aid payment is of the districtôs total current expenditures 

(TCE). The higher that percentage, the more of its full funding payment  a district receives.  
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FY 20 20  Section 7003 ï Basic Support National  Snap shot  

 
For FY 20 20 , Congress appropriated approximately $1. 3 billion ($1, 340 ,242  to be exact) for Basic Support. It also appropriated 

$48.32 milli on to support special education services for military and Indian lands students.   
 

1, 01 0 school district s are  part of the Section 7003 ï Basic Support program. Their calculated need totaled $2. 23 billion.
